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It is important to always inspect your ProSwivel Pulleys before and after use including the button and set screws.

PLEASE NOTE: ProSwivel pulleys prior to 2018 were made in a slightly different manner than models

made after 2018. Please refer to the corresponding section when inspecting your pulleys.



2016 Models and Earlier

The inspection criteria below apply to ProSwivel Pulleys that have a lot # of 16001xxx or earlier (spanning
manufacturing dates prior to January 2016).

For these ProSwivel Pulleys, the button set screw has thread lock but no sealant on top of it. The correct position
of the set screw is the same as later ProSwivel pulleys — it should be slightly below the surface.

To make future inspection easier and for extra security, we recommend adding epoxy on top of the set screw.
Standard two-part epoxy suitable for metal is available at hardware stores (follow manufacturer’s instructions).

Simply clean the area of dirt or grease, etc., cover the set screw with epoxy and wipe the excess so the epoxy is
about level with the ProSwivel body. A little high or low is okay, but make sure the set screw is covered.

Wait for the epoxy to cure, check that it is hard, and you are finished.

The white /
gray sealant is allowed to be slightly below, even with, or above the surface. The brownish / yellowish sealant is
allowed to be slightly below or even with the surface.
